Floral competition Brief
“I am delighted to invite fellow floral designers, florists, flower arrangers and anyone who wishes to demonstrate their creative expression through natural plant materials to enter this inaugural competition at Belvoir Flower Show. Our competition provides the perfect opportunity for you to share your creative talents within this exciting horticultural arena” Jonathan Moseley
You are invited to submit a design for consideration to exhibit in this years inaugural floral competition, there are two categories available. The details of which are shown below. Initial applications will be assessed for creativity and suitability in relation to the overall theme and places to stage at the show allocated on artistic endeavour. Early applications are strongly advised due to the allocated space available. Closing date for applications is May 10th 
Class Fa1.  Theme : ‘Your Home is your Castle’
A floral exhibit to be staged on top of a standard trestle table not exceeding 60cm x 60cm and no more than 75cm in height. The exhibit will be viewed all round and judged from the front.
Class Fa2. Theme : ‘Seasonal splendour in the Castle garden’

A pedestal exhibit to include garden plant material. To be staged from the floor on a board 100cm x 100cm and no more than 200cm in height. The exhibit will be judged from the front.
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Competition Details:

This is a judged competition with a trophy being awarded to the chosen First prize in both categories; additional prizes will be awarded to 2nd and 3rd placed exhibits in both categories. Judges decisions are final. Successful applicants will receive a maximum of two exhibitor passes for the weekend of the show.
staging times/schedule:
Staging may commence from midday on Friday the 16th of July, and must be completed by 6 p.m. on Friday the 16th Of July. Exhibits must be arranged by a single competitor in the marquee at the show.  All arrangements will be judged from the front unless otherwise stated. Drapes and backgrounds may be used but must supported independently on stands to be provided by the exhibitor. Natural plant material must predominate. No artificial plant material may be used.
Show details:

 The Belvoir Castle Flower and Garden Show is to take place on the 17th & 18th Of July 2021, the opening times are 0945 to 1630 p.m. on both days. Set on the picturesque Lakeside site within the Capability Brown Parkland of Belvoir Castle. This is the shows fourth consecutive year, and attracts several thousand visitors over the weekend. Along with the Show gardens and Borders many familiar names will take part in the talk’s area, to the backdrop of quality exhibitors and live music. In addition we are introducing our first ever flower arranging and floristry competition to be held at this years show. Championed by celebrity floral designer Jonathan Moseley the competition will be an opportunity for professional florists to promote their amazing talents and for creative flower arrangers to showcase their wonderful artistry and interpretative skills. The overall theme for this year’s inaugural competition will be "Castles in the Country" and the winner in each category will receive the coveted "Jonathan Moseley Challenge Trophy"
